However, this joy and celebration quickly
turned; and the people and soldiers tortured and

mocked Him and then finally crucified Him on a cross.
Lord, let us pray, that our eyes can be opened today,
so that we too, can see, the God in our own lives
and in those in whom we encounter.

Liturgy today to help us prepare for the start of
Holy Week on Sunday. Well done, children, you
were fantastic!
